More than 1,300 sports enthusi asts gathered at the Knoxville Convention Center to hear the New Y ork Jets quarterback speak at the 26th annual Greater Knoxville Sports
Hall of Fame dinner and induction ceremonies, which brought 10 new membersinto the hall.

Since its inception, the event that benefits the Boys & Girls Clubs of the Tennessee Valley has raised $1.5 million, with $170,000 raised in this year’s salute. More than
6,000 youths are served by the 17 Boys & Girls Clubs facilitiesin this area.

Also honored were coach Pat Summitt and the Lady Vols basketball team in recognition of their national championship.

Anthony Anderson of Austin-East, Tyler Maples of Maryville High and Dennis Rogan of Fulton received Male High School Athletes of the Y ear awards.

Sitting at atable front and center that evening was a proud group of Chad’ s fans, including his mother and dad, Denise and Elwood Pennington; his sister, Andrea; and his
grandmother Kathleen Martin of Clinton. Onstage with Chad and the other inductees and their mates was Chad’ s wife, Robin, whom he met in a classroom in West Virginia
while a student at Marshall University.

Reared in Powell, Chad graduated from Webb School, where he was an outstanding quarterback. Then, in his senior year at Marshall, he led the Thundering Herd to a13-0
season and was an excellent student; he was Rhodes Scholarship finalist.

Friends say Chad and Robin are awell-grounded couple, bringing up their two sons, Cole, 3, and Luke, |, in a Christian home while working philanthropic efforts into their
busy schedules. They have created the 1st and 10 Foundation to fund initiatives for bettering communitiesin Tennessee, West Virginia and the New Y ork metropolitan area
through activities such as Share Our Soles, which provides sneakers and backpacks for children; the Bobby Hampton Race for a Cure, which has raised more than $10,000
for fighting cancer and for related charities; and the annual Celebrity Bowl, which raised more than $160,000 for the foundation in the past year.

“Chad was aways a good boy, never in trouble” says his grandmother. “He used to fish alot with his grandfather and me during summers spent with us at our lake housein
LaFollette. He till comes to the lake but now fishes with his dad. Those two are very close.”
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As a high-school coach for 30 years, Elwood Pennington is said to have been afair but tough disciplinarian and a good motivator.

While Chad majored in journalism at Marshall and is an accomplished student of football who communicates well from the podium, the idea of being involved in sports
broadcasting has been dampened, he says, by some of the journalists he has dealt with in New Y ork.
